CONSIDER APPROVAL OF MODIFICATION OF CONTRACT WITH LARRY A. DALE
Chairman Miller called the meeting to order at 11:40 a.m.

Chairman Miller advised the special meeting was called for the purpose of considering amendment to the contract between the Sanford Airport Authority and Larry A. Dale.  Larry Dale had advised that he specifically wanted to be on board with an official start date of June 18, 2001, in order to be involved in the Authority’s budget process.

Larry Dale advised he had originally intended to begin work on the 25th but had decided he would like to begin on June 18, 2001, in order to work on the budget.  The timeline was so tight with the budget preparation and he wanted to have a work session with the Board in July and present the budget to the Board for approval the second week of August.  The budget would then be presented to the City Commission at a joint meeting in time for the second City Commission meeting in August.  A special meeting might have to be called in order to meet the timelines.

Motion by Board Member Robertson, seconded by Board Member Pieters, to amend the contract between the Airport Authority and Larry A. Dale, President and CEO, to indicate a start date of June 18, 2001.

Discussion ensued regarding deadlines and the schedule of City Commission meetings in August.

Motion passed.

Chairman Miller advised for the public record it had been made extremely clear to Larry Dale that he would be accountable for communicating with the City of Sanford and keeping the Mayor and City Commissioners informed in a timely manner.

Executive Director White advised he had personally spoken with Mayor Lessard at the City of Sanford prior to the meeting to make sure he was aware of today’s meeting.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 11:55.
